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Cavity Walls

New or replacement cavity walls
will need to achieve a U-value
of 0.28 W/m?K this can be
achieved most practically

with 50mm Xtratherm partial fill.

A retained wall would generally mean a wall
that is now insulated where it previously
wasn't eg an old garage wall that is being
converted to a room. Drylining is the best
option. (See separate section)

Xtratherm Cavity Boards are tongued
and grooved to give better jointing
and provide better detailing - this is
asked for under the regulations.

Pre-formed corner boards are available
as part of the Xtratherm Cavity Wall
system, better detailing - better
performance at an affordable cost.

You should provide an over
lap between the wall insulation
and floor insulation - an
upstand of floor perimeter
strip will help you achieve this.

independent internal wall is recommended.

All boards should be secured to the wall
with a minimum of two fire proof fixings.
